- Political Party Affiliation
- Signature

Vote by Mail Applications

» Mailing Schedule

- Applications will be sent to Active voters 2 weeks
before Absentee Voting begins
- Applications for September will be mailed on July 21+t
- We will be mailing almost 692,000 applications

- Applications are accepted starting January 15t for all
elections in a given year

- Applications must be received by the Saturday
before the election
- The BOE offices are open until 12:30 pm that day
